Envision was hired by the Board of Township Trustees in March 2018 to complete an update of the
2013 OImsted Township Comprehensive Plan. The Plan update was meant to refocus the Township
towards future goals and provide a roadmap to implement recommendations supporting those goals.
The update took nine months to complete following the four-phased approach illustrated below. Public
engagement occurred throughout the process via a community survey that was distributed in print,
online and via social media, public meetings, appearances at public events and steering committee
meetings. Through discussions with the public, steering committee members, and trustees and staff,
four common themes emerged that were branded as Focus Areas within this plan: Connectivity, Parks
& Recreation, Economic Development, and Community Facilities & Identity. The majority of plan
recommendations fell into one of the Four Focus Areas.

A Focus on Implementation

Unlike most comprehensive plans that are focused on visioning and goal setting but lack
implementation, this plan is designed to be implementable and provides the Township with the tools to
make their vision a reality. Priority recommendations within each of the Four Focus Areas, branded as
“implementable recommmendations”, are designed to provide the Township with the steps forward and
tools and strategies to begin implementing those recommendations as soon as possible. These
recommendations were established based on identified needs by the public, steering committee, and
Township staff.

Comprehensive Plan Update Four-Phased Approach
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Plan Structure

The Plan is structured into three color-coded chapters as defined below. Plan headers and footers will
match the chapter colors to allow the reader to easily navigate this plan. The flow chart below illustrates
how the plan is structured. The Township Goals are the centerpiece from which all Township-wide and
focus area recommendations stem. The goals are defined by community input, including public,
steering committee, staff and stakeholder input.

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2 A Brief Township History

Olmsted Township was organized as a township in 1829 by
settlers from New England. Aaron Olmsted, a shareholder
in the Connecticut Land Company, placed a bid on large
tracts of land in the northern part of the township in 1795,
but he passed away in 1806 before the purchase was
officially completed a year later. The land passed into the
hands of his heirs, including his son Charles. In 1814, the
James Geer family became the first European settlers in the
area, which they called Kingston in memory of their former
home in Vermont. On 14 April 1823, Kingston organized as
the Village of Lenox in honor of settlers who had emigrated
from New England. In 1829, village officials agreed to accept
the name Olmsted in exchange for the 500-book library
of Charles Olmsted. It was not only the first library in the OJmsted Township Historical Marker
settlement but also the first west of the Allegheny Mountains.
The book collection, shown below, is still on display today at the North Olmsted Public Library.

Olmsted grew steadily, with two general stores by 1848. By 1950, the population reached 1,216.
Uneven development resulted in increasing discontent among some Township residents who
also demanded greater elective representations. As a result, Olmsted Falls (1857) and North
Olmsted (1909) were created, leaving the Township as a 10-square-mile rural residential area.

Throughout most of its history, agriculture was the Township’s main industry. In the late 19th century, a
newspaper columnist called Olmsted “a fine farming region, high and dry with good air and water.” Crops
included wheat, corn, oats, hay, potatoes, apples, peaches, grapes and several kinds of berries. Farmers
also raised livestock, including sheep, goats, hogs, cows, chickens and turkeys. In the 20th century,
many greenhouses were established in the Township and neighboring

communities so that Olmsted Township became part of what the

Plain Dealer called “the largest greenhouse area in the country.” Some

greenhouses still operate as do a few traditional farms, a rarity in

Cuyahoga County, the most urban county in Ohio.

Olmsted Township is home to the headquarters of Vitamix, a
nationally known company with a place in broadcast history.
In 1949, company founder Willam Barnard bought a half-
hour of television time on WEWS, Channel 5, to pitch Vitamix
blenders. That is regarded as broadcasting’s first infomercial.

Beginning late in the 20th century, the population grew with the
construction of housing developments throughout Olmsted Township.
The population in 2010 was 13,513 and has been estimated to continue
to grow upwards of 15,000 by the 2020 census.

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i Township Background
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As shown on the map, Olmsted Township is located in the southwestern corner of Cuyahoga County,
abutting Lorain County to the west and south. The city of North Olmsted lies to the north, and the Township
shares its eastern border primarily with Olmsted Falls, although small portions of the Township also touch
the cities of Berea, Cleveland, and Brook Park. North Ridgeville and Columbia Township in Lorain County
lie to the west and south of the Township, respectively. In some ways, Olmsted Township serves as a
gateway between the urban and the rural environments in our region, with very urbanized portions of
Cuyahoga County to the north and east, and the still predominantly rural areas of Lorain County to the
south and west. Olmsted Township is one of only two townships still remaining within Cuyahoga County.

The Township is well-connected to regional and national transportation infrastructure. Cleveland Hopkins
International Airport is located just five miles east of the Township. Both [-480 and the Ohio Turnpike
traverse the community, and while there are no interchanges within the Township, access to either is less
than a mile from Township borders. 1-480 runs east-west, but connects with both I-71 and |-77, both of
which run in a north-south direction, providing easy access not only to Cleveland and its surrounding
suburbs, but to areas outside of the County as well. The Norfolk Southern Rail line traverses the Township
in an east-west direction north of Bagley Road. With the anticipated increased dependence on rail and
freight transport, this rail line is an important asset to the Township.
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The Township has two distinct subareas within it, the more rural Lewis/Barrett Road Area and the
remainder of the Township which has experienced accelerated development in recent years.

The Lewis/Barrett Road Area is lined by both the east and west branches of the Rocky River and
comprised of large properties mostly centered around equestrian facilities. The area is very scenic and
is home to a portion of the Cleveland Metroparks Rocky River Reservation. Due to this area’s relative
isolation, rural character, resident desires, and lack of utility service, development is not anticipated in this
area for the foreseeable future.

The remainder of the township is quite different from the Lewis/Barrett Road Area. Most
properties have access to utilities, land is flat, easily accessible and in high demand. This area
of the Township, particularly in the southwestern corner, has seen extensive new home building
in recent decades and will continue to see additional new homes built for the foreseeable
future. The few commercial areas that exist within the Township are located within this subarea
as well as four of the five Olmsted Falls Schools and major employers including Vitamix.

One of the major drivers of the Township’s residential growth can be attributed to the Township’s
exemplary safety forces. The Township, which operates its own police, fire and EMS forces, ranked as
the second safest community in the State of Ohio in 2018 by The National Council for Home Safety and
Security.

Township Goals

The first step in any strategic planning process is to identify the community’s vision. The vision should
embody everything that a community is today and strives to achieve in the future. That vision can be
expressed in many ways within a comprehensive plan, and in the Township’s case, through a series
of strategic goals that were developed as part of the 2013 Comprehensive Plan Update. These goals
were used as a starting point to begin discussions within this Comprehensive Plan Update about the
future of Olmsted Township. Are these goals still relevant? Has the focus of the Township shifted?
Are there additional goals that need to be set? These questions and others were presented to the
public, local business owners, regional stakeholders, Township Trustees, and staff through various
outreach methods to establish an updated set of strategic goals for the 2018 Comprehensive Plan.

This chapter details the public and stakeholder engagement that occurred throughout the Comprehensive
Plan Update that helped establish strategic goals, focus areas, and future recommmendations. The chapter
also summarizes past planning efforts within the Township that aided in molding the strategic goals.

The most crucial element in any comprehensive planning process
is gathering public opinion on the current state of the community
as well as future goals and desires. This plan update focused on
gathering extensive public opinion through a community survey,
three public forums, outreach at community events, and
interactions on social media.

Community Survey

From March 2018 to July 2018 a community survey
was offered to residents both online and in print
format to express their opinions on a variety of topics
including quality of life, future development desires,
housing, parks and recreational needs, connectivity
concerns, and community identity. The online version
of the survey was advertised on the Township’s
website as well as the Township’s Facebook page,
while print versions were distributed at the Township
offices, through the Olmsted Community Center and
during public forums and events. In total, 538
residents responded to the survey which equates to
roughly 3.5% of the current Township population.
Select survey question results are shown to the right
and throughout this plan. Complete survey results and Community Survey Results
responses are included in Appendix A.

In general, feedback from the survey was positive. Over 75% of respondents said they rate their current
quality of life within the Township as either very good or excellent. Many people cited their reason for
living in the Township was due to, the quality of the schools, safety, or the family atmosphere. The
Township is part of the highly-rated Olmsted Falls School District while police, fire and EMS services
ranked second safest in the State of Ohio in 2018 by The National Council of Home Safety and Security.

Common themes emerged from the community survey. From a development standpoint there was a
desire for additional commercial retail/services within the Township, particularly local retailers. Today the
majority of residents shop in North Olmsted, Westlake, or Strongsville to buy basic items. Many
expressed the need for additional sit-down restaurants and/or breweries within the Township, citing few
options exist today. As much as respondents desired additional commercial options, they expressed an
equal and opposite desire regarding additional housing. Nearly 65% of respondents said there is
currently enough housing and no more is needed.. This reinforces many respondents’ reasoning for
choosing the Township for its family atmosphere.

Improving connectivity within the Township was
a major theme from the community survey as
well with over 25% of respondents in two
separate questions citing both, “connectivity as
the community facility they would most like to
see improved” and as “the best way to create a
community identity”. The Cleveland Metroparks,
local neighborhoods, and schools are the top
three locations in which respondents would like
to see improved connectivity.

The idea of offering an indoor recreation center
was also expressed by over 50% of respondents
as their most desired parks and recreational
amenity.

Of the 204 write-in responses, many centered
around the Township’s high property tax rates
and how these rates are deterring residents from
living in the Township or how more industry is
needed to supplement high tax rates. Other
themes from the write-in question centered
around themes expressed above, including a
need for improved sidewalks, more businesses
and retail, less housing, more parks and a desire
for a recreation center.

Envision attended three public meetings to gather feedback on the plan focus areas and other opinions
and ideas from the public. Each of these meetings coincided with The State of the Township
presentations and occurred at the dates and times shown below.

Public Meeting Schedule
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Three interactive stations were displayed at each
public meeting focusing on connectivity, parks and
recreational  amenities, and  future land
use/development. Participants placed pins into
boards to express where they desired improved
sidewalk or trail connections on the Connectivity
Board and desired development locations and
future land uses on the Development Board. At the
Parks and Recreation Station, participants placed
parks and recreational amenity “trading cards” into
baskets marked with their 1st, 2nd, and 3rd
desired park or recreational amenity. The
community survey was also handed out at these
meetings. During the State of the Township
presentation a summary of the comprehensive

plan goals, objectives, and progress was explained to participants.

Steering Committee

The steering committee met three times during the Comprehensive Plan Update to discuss the
Township’s vision and future goals, establish focus areas, and provide feedback on recommendations.
The committee was comprised of 18 members of the community representing a sampling of local
business owners, residents, the Olmsted Falls School District, the Olmsted Community Center, home
owners associations, Township police & fire, Trustees, and administration.

Meeting 1: April 10th, 2018 - Steering Committee discussion centered around the 5 questions posed to

members in advance of the meeting:

1. What is the primary reason you reside or locate in Olmsted Township?

2. What about Olmsted Township is its greatest source of civic pride — in other words “what
makes people most proud to call Olmsted Township home”?

3. What do you feel Olmsted Township’s biggest weakness is? (This can be actual or perceived.)

4. What geographic area of the Township (e.g. Stearns/Bagley intersection, JEDD area,
neighborhood, corridor) is in the most need of investment?

5. Which of the following do you feel should be the Township’s Top 3 priorities moving forward?

The majority of responses mimicked the community survey results. The main reasons committee
members choose to live in the Township were quality schools, safety, excellent public services,
convenience to transportation, and the small-town culture. Civic pride within the Township came from
the public schools, family atmosphere and being a close-knit community. The committee’s thoughts on
the Township’s biggest weakness were broader though a few themes stood out: lack of walkability and
recreational amenities, the need for additional retail and restaurant amenities as well as a general lack of
Township identity. Aimost all committee members agreed that development should be focused within
the JEDD boundaries as well as at the Stearns and Bagley Town Center area. Each committee member
also ranked their most important planning themes for the near future and those results are summarized
below.

Steering Committee Planning Themes Priorities

Meeting 2: July 10th, 2018 - Steering Committee discussion centered around the following 4 discussion
topics:

1. Stearns Town Center: What development styles/themes do
you envision at a future town center?

The committee was presented with four rural
development examples illustrating various building
styles, streetscapes, signage, and theming from Powell,
Ohio; New Albany, Ohio; Dublin, Ohio; and Broadview
Heights, Ohio. The goal of this exercise was to gather
steering committee feedback on which elements they
believed would best represent the look of a future Town
Center.

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The majority of committee members liked the look and
feel of both Powell, Ohio and Broadview Heights, Ohio.
Each city loosely themed their respective areas with
rural-style fencing along development frontages, brick or
rustic-looking building facades and a tie to past history,
the best example being the repurposed farm silos in
Powell. The committee thought a loosely themed Town
Center would be good to both establish a sense of place
but also to avoid being too restrictive to future
businesses.

2. Connectivity: Relative to pedestrian & bicycle facilities,
what is your top connectivity priority?

The committee was presented with a map of sidewalk
gaps within the Township and was asked which gaps
should be prioritized for construction. The following four
locations were ranked highest by the committee.

1. Schady Road by the soccer fields

2. Bagley Road from Stearns Road to the
Middle/High Schools

3. Usher Road is very dangerous — children
walk in the street all the time

4. Stearns between Schady and Bagley over the
Turnpike Bridge

In addition, a general theme was expressed from the
committee for community-wide connectivity in the Town
Center and anywhere kids walk to and from school.

3. Community Branding/Signage: What are your thoughts on
the gateway signage ideas?

The committee was presented with various signage
ideas for the primary and secondary gateways into the
Township to gain feedback on which they preferred. The
majority preferred the primary signage ideas but
stressed that lighting needs to be included for nighttime
viewing as well as the phrase “Welcome to” on each of
the signs. With regard to secondary signage locations,
most liked the minimalistic look presented but did not
want to see a sign on a wooden pole as they thought
that may look cheap.

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4. Parks & Recreation: Should the viability of a recreation
center be studied further (outside of the comprehensive
plan)? What would you be willing to pay to support a
recreation center?

To provide the committee with some perspective on
recreation center sizing, amenities, financing,
construction costs and potential partnerships, Envision
reviewed five local recreation centers across Northeast
Ohio including The Gemini Center in Fairview Park, The
Anchor in Avon Lake, The Reminderville Athletic Club,
The Wadsworth YMCA, and The Brunswick Recreation
Center. Each provides a unique example of how a
community can balance the recreational needs of
residents against the cost of constructing and
maintaining a recreation center and mitigating those
costs through innovative partnerships and financing.

The consensus from this discussion was that the viability
of a recreation center within the Township needs to have
its own study conducted. There was a split between
committee members - some interested in a recreation
center and others concerned about the cost to the
community. There are many variables that can
determine the size, amenities offered, partnerships,
financing options and costs to be vetted through the
public. Township Trustees can then make an informed
decision as to how to proceed.

Input from the steering committee helped mold the
focus areas and recommendations described in detail in
Chapter 3 of this plan.

2013 Comprehensive Land Use Plan and Zoning Update:

The Plan documented the numerous changes that
occurred within the Township and the region since the
previous Comprehensive Plan in 1998 and
reevaluated the policies and recommendations in light
of those changes. The Plan update devised an overall
set of strategies for the Township in order to address
issues and opportunities in the coming decade. Five
main strategies emerged from the Plan: Economic
Development, Infrastructure and Services, Parks,
Recreation, Open Space and Trails, Housing
Development, and Image. Each of these strategies
provided objectives and recommendations to further
those strategies. The Plan also provided language and
suggestions for updates to the zoning code. The
majority of these updates were adopted in May of
2013.

2015 Olmsted Township Complete Streets Plan (NOACA):

The Olmsted Township Complete Streets Plan is an
addendum to the Township’s 2013 Comprehensive
Land Use Plan and Zoning Update. This plan outlines
a strategy for making transportation improvements to
the Township including adding sidewalks, paths, and
facilities to improve safety for pedestrians and
bicyclists. The study analyzed existing sidewalk
coverage, crash history, and bicycle infrastructure.
The outcome of the study was a listing of various
sidewalk locations to better connect the community
along with preliminary costs to construct the various
connectivity improvements.

Cuyahoga Greenways Plan (NOACA):

This plan is being completed by NOACA and The
Cuyahoga County Planning Commission and is
scheduled to be complete in early 2019. The plan
identifies multi-modal trail connectivity opportunities
(Greenways) within Cuyahoga County. The goal of this
plan is to better connect all residents to park assets.
Greenway routes were recommended within Olmsted
Township and were incorporated into this plan. Below
is a description of the goals of the Greenways Plan.

The greenway system will provide recreation
opportunities and alternative transportation options for
moving around the county, on foot and by bike, and North Olmsted to Mill Creek
improving our communities’ health, well-being, and
economic vitality.

Run Reservation Connector Trail

As a tool for improving transportation, the Cuyahoga

Greenways system will provide more than just new links

between the communities of Northeast Ohio. The

Cuyahoga Greenways plan aims to develop an equitable

transportation strategy that benefits all ages, abilities,

and users. Whether walking the dog, pushing a stroller,

or commuting to work, the Cuyahoga Greenways

network is logical, well-connected, and accessible,

providing unique experiences and a variety of benefits to

the region. These benefits stretch beyond transportation

to include; increasing quality of life by encouraging

healthier lifestyles, boosting property values, positively impacting the local economy, improving storm water
capture, and reducing carbon emissions. Cuyahoga Greenways can help shift the thinking about transportation
countywide for a healthier and more sustainable future by highlighting the benefits of Greenways while also
supporting communities with more accessible, affordable, and better connected multi-modal transportation
options.

Based on the input and information shared within this chapter
along with additional suggestions from Township staff and the
project team, a series of Township goals were established. Many
TOWH Sh| of the goals mimic the goals detailed in the 2013 Comprehensive

p Plan Update as many of the goals still apply to the Township
today. Unlike the 2013 update, these goals will be used to define
Four Focus Areas within the Township that will provide specific
and detailed, “implementable recommendations” that will
establish a concise road map for achieving these goals in the
future.

Goals
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Olmsted Township is a community that is “On The Grow”. Founded in 1814 with a small rural
population, the Township has evolved, particularly over the past couple of decades into an
area divided between a rural, farming culture of the past with a growing influx of suburban style
development. Since 2000 the population of the Township has increased by nearly 40%. While new
home construction came to a stand still in 2008, the Township has seen robust new development
since 2011. The Township has wonderful access to local highways, rail, and Cleveland Hopkins
Airport and is one of the few locations within Cuyahoga County to have available land area to
continue to develop. The Township is poised to continue to be “On the Grow” in the future.

This section of the plan will provide background on the Township and assess existing conditions within
the Township categorized into the following areas.



To gain a sense of the social and economic trends
within Olmsted Township, 2000 and 2010 U.S.
Census Data along with 2012-2016 American
Community Survey (ACS) data was compared and
analyzed. With a U.S. Census only occurring every
10 years, ACS data along with Envision population
estimates based on housing starts, voter
registrations, and school enrollment were used to
estimate current population and demographic
information. This data was compared with past
census data to extrapolate trends within Olmsted
Township.

As part of the analysis, three other local jurisdictions
with  similar ~ growth  patterns, = economic
characteristics, and proximity to Cleveland were
studied to gather perspective on how Olmsted
Township compares with its peers in the region. The
three jurisdictions were Concord Township in Lake
County, The City of Avon in Lorain County, and
neighboring Olmsted Falls.

Total population within the Township has been “On
The Grow” since the mid 1990’s. Though the 2016
ACS estimates showed a slight decline in population
from the 2010 census, other more recent indicators
of population growth (housing starts, school
enrollment and voter registrations) support continued
growth in the Township. ACS numbers are estimates
and have margins of error associated with each
estimate and consequently are not as accurate as
census data. Most likely, the decline in population
shown in 2016 can be attributed to the margin of
error of the ACS estimate for total population (+/-
29%). As shown to the right, Envision estimated the
Township population using a combination of housing
starts, school enrollment, and voter registration data
and conservatively discounted those numbers and
still determined that 2018 population within the
Township is between 14,560 and 15,294. That
estimate supports an 8% to 13% increase in
population since 2010. With multiple new housing
developments breaking ground this year, continued
population growth is expected in the near future.

Envision Population Estimates
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As the population grows it also generally seems to be
getting younger. The median age of the Township has
dropped from 42.1 years old in 2000 to 41.6 years old
in 2016. The chart to the right supports a younger
population as well illustrating that a larger percentage
of the growing population is under 18 and people over
62 and 65 years old lost 3.4% and 2.9% of their
population share respectively since 2000.

When compared to its peers the Township ranks in the
middle in terms of population age mimicking Olmsted
Falls in all age brackets. Concord Township had the
oldest population with 79.2% of it’s population over 18
while Avon had the youngest population with 69.5%
over 18.

The age of the population is a key factor in
understanding the housing and social programming
needs of Olmsted Township residents. The oldest
population within the Township is in the north central
area of the township. This area is dominated by a large
community of manufactured homes. The youngest
area of the Township is the southcentral area that
houses five subdivisions and an apartment complex.
This area of the Township is continuing to see new
development and will most likely continue to be the
youngest area in the Township.

Median household income has increased from
$57,826 in 2000 to $72,743 in 2016 according to ACS
estimates. Though a significant increase, median
housing income has not kept up with inflation
increases in that time period. When adjusted to 2016
dollars the 2000 median household income equates to
roughly $81,000 per year and over $8,000 dollars
more than 2016 median household income estimates.

For comparison, the Township’s median household
income is fairly strong, outpacing Cuyahoga County

($45,289), Olmsted Falls ($62,058) and many western Cleveland suburbs. The Township is outpaced by
only a few surrounding suburbs including Avon ($90,846), Westlake ($80,989) and Bay Village ($93,220).

Educational attainment in Olmsted Township is one of the highest in western Cuyahoga County. The ACS
estimated that 94.7% of the population over age 25 are high school graduates, while 38.3% have a
bachelor’s degree or higher; 14.3% have a graduate or professional degree. The average for Cuyahoga
County is lower for all three benchmarks with 88.5% having graduated from high school, 30.9% with a
bachelor’s degree and 12.7% with a graduate or professional degree. When comparing to the peer
group, Concord Township has the highest percentage of high school graduates (96.1%) and Avon has
the highest percentage of bachelor’s and graduate degrees for people over the age of 25 with 47.2% and

18.2% respectively.

Assess



Olmsted Township is unique in that it operates
much like a city with fully staffed fire, police,
building and service departments and recently
hired its first full-time Township Administrator to
oversee all Township functions, day-to-day
activities as well as steer the Township towards
goals defined within this and other plans. A
typical township will either rely on volunteers to
staff these positions or lean on county services
(e.g. sheriffs) to provide services to their
residents.

Where Olmsted Township differs from a city is
with its inability to collect income tax on worker
and resident earnings. Per Ohio State Law,
townships are not allowed to impose or collect
income tax, except within a Joint Economic
Development District (JEDD), leaving property
tax as the Township’s lone major source of
annual income. With the amount of high-quality
services provided, including being voted the
second safest community in the State of Ohio in
2018 according to The National Council for
Home Safety and Security along with a high
performing local school system, this creates
above average property taxes. The graph to the
right shows how the Township compares to
some other peer townships & cities in the area.

Even with property taxes as the primary source
of income for the Township, it actually receives
only a small portion of the property tax a
resident pays. As shown in the graphic to the
right, only $18.11 of $100 paid in property taxes
by residents actually pays for Township
services. The majority is allocated to the
Olmsted Falls School District ($55.22) and the
remainder to Cuyahoga County services
($26.67).

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With continued residential expansion expected
in the coming years, the Township needs to
broaden its tax base by attracting industry and
commercial development into the area. More
residences without industrial or commercial
development mean more burden on existing
Township services and the desire for additional
amenities (i.e. parks & recreation) that will be
difficult to fund.

The Township does have one tool to increase
income by encouraging development within its
Joint Economic Development District (JEDD). A
JEDD permits a regional approach to economic
development and allows for the Township to
collect a portion of the income tax generated
within the JEDD boundary. To form a JEDD the
Township must partner with a city and negotiate
the share of benefits and responsibilities of the
commercial and industrial development within
the JEDD. In 2001 the Township partnered with
Olmsted Falls to create a JEDD along Cook
Road. Though development has yet to occur
within the JEDD, when development does Source: Cleveland Plain Dealer
occur the Township will collect a portion of the
income tax from workers within the JEDD. This
would increase Township incomes and allow for
expanded services.
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Access to developable land in a predominantly
urban region is perhaps a community’s most
valuable asset. As such, an understanding of
existing development patterns and planned land
uses is necessary during the planning process.
Current land use, development trends, and zoning
have direct impacts on community character,
aesthetics, transportation, infrastructure, and the
school system. It is important to distinguish between
land and zoning: land use categories define how the
land is currently being used, while zoning categories
determine the current development potential of
vacant land.

Land Use

With 9.7 square miles, or roughly 6,221 acres,
Olmsted Township is larger than most suburban
communities in Cuyahoga County. Below and within
the infographic to the right is a summary of primary
land uses within the Township based on 2017 Land
Use Data from Cuyahoga County GIS.

There are five categories of land use that are
currently present in the Township: residential, open
space, infrastructure, commercial, and institutional.
The majority of land, some 4,141 acres, is currently
devoted to residential uses, 90% of which is
comprised of single and two family homes. To a
much lesser extent, Olmsted Township also has
land that is occupied by apartments (101 acres),
senior housing (62 acres), and manufactured
housing (245 acres). Since 2000, nine subdivisions
have been developed, in which approximately 1,535
dwelling units have been constructed. Five
subdivisions are currently available within the
Township.
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Dedicated open space is the second-largest land category in Olmsted Township, and the second-most
dominant land use, totaling almost 939 acres or 15% of the total land area. Open space is comprised of
agricultural land, park land, conservation areas, residential common area (such as those found in home
owners associations), cemeteries, and golf courses. Thirty-three percent, or 313 acres of this open
space is devoted to agricultural uses. The Lewis-Barrett Road Area along the Rocky River Valley is still
predominantly agricultural and is considered an important representation of the Township’s past and
remaining semi-rural character. More than 220 acres in the Township are preserved as conservation
areas, held by various land conservancy districts, and approximately 200 acres of open space is
cemetery land. Cemeteries in the Township include Sunset Memorial Park (170 acres), Old Chestnut
Grove (1 acre) and New Chestnut Grove (36 acres). Though a large portion of the Township’s land is
devoted to open space, a small 113 acres, or roughly 12%, is allocated for public parks/recreation areas.
All of these areas, except the Soccer Fields along Schady Road, are either located within Home Owners
Associations and semi-private or undeveloped. There is still a need for the Township to develop
community-wide park and recreational space as discussed within the Recommend & Implement section
of this plan.

Infrastructure represents 9% of the developed land, or 555 acres. This number includes right of way for
all public streets, as well as the Interstates (I-90 and 1-480) and railroads. Utilities and utility easements
(power lines, water and sewer) are also categorized as infrastructure.
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Commercial and industrial uses make up just 7%, or 421 acres, of land. However, this may change
significantly in the near future with the development of both the Town Center at the intersections of
Bagley and Stearns Roads and the Joint Economic Development District (the JEDD) south of Cook Road
in the western half of the Township.

The smallest amount of land is devoted to institutional uses at 166 acres. This land is comprised of
schools, churches, and governmental properties.

Zoning

The zoning regulations dictate how much and what type of development can occur in any given area of
land. These land use patterns in turn affect the location, kind, and amount of growth in a community.
When used properly, zoning can provide numerous benefits and be a powerful tool to improve the
aesthetics of a community, protect the environment, and enhance the overall quality of life. Combined,
there are ten different zoning classifications within the Township, seven of which are residential districts,
with four single-family districts at various densities and two multi-family districts.

In May 2013, the Township adopted changes to the zoning code based off recommendations from the
2013 Comprehensive Plan Update. These changes included the addition of four planned district overlays
throughout various sections of the Township. The four overlays included a Business Park, Town Center,
Limited Retail, and Conservation Development overlay. The Business Park overlay applied to properties
within the JEDD in order to achieve the desired arrangement of uses, densities, and open space for
future development. The Town Center overlay applied to the area around the intersection of Bagley and
Stearns Road and allowed for a mix of retail, office, and residential uses as well as enable the creation of
a walkable Town Center. The Limited Retail overlay applied to the area around the Cook and Stearns
dfasdf
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Intersection and allowed for the limited development of retail/service uses. Finally, the Conservation
Development overlay is located in the southwestern corner of the Township bounded by Schady and
Sharp Roads. The purpose of this overlay was to maximize the protection and preservation of existing
natural features while balancing land owner rights to develop property.

In addition to these zoning changes a new zoning class called a Rural-Residential District was formed
within the Lewis/Barrett Road Area to ensure future development in that area remains restricted.

The code currently has four single-family residential districts including the Rural Residential R-R, R-40,
R-30, and R-15 districts, two multi-family residential districts including the RMF-T and RMF-A districts,
and a planned residential development district.

The R-R District provides for single-family residential uses with a minimum lot size of two acres in order
to preserve open space and conserve the existing environmental and natural features in a manner that is
consistent with the low-density and agricultural characteristics of the area.

The R-40 District provides for single-family residential uses with a minimum lot size of 40,000 Sq. Ft.
The R-30 District provides for single-family residential uses with a minimum lot size of 30,000 Sq. Ft.

The R-15 District provides for single-family residential uses in a standard subdivision with a minimum lot
size of 15,000 Sq. Ft.

The RMF-T District provides for attached single-family units at not more than 7 dwelling units per acre.
The RMF-A District provides for multi-family developments at not more than 12 dwelling units per acre.

The Planned Residential Development District provides an efficient use of land and resources in a manner
that reduces infrastructure, permits the flexible spacing of lots and buildings in order to encourage the
separation of pedestrians and vehicles; the provision of readily accessible open space and recreation
areas; and the creation of functional and interesting activity areas. The District also strives to preserve
open spaces and respect the character of surrounding developments by providing appropriate buffers
as a transition to higher density uses.

There are three business and industrial districts within the current zoning code including a Retalil
Business (R-B), Light Industrial (L-I), and Limited Office/Industrial (L-Ol) Districts.

Retail Business District provides for certain retail and personal service establishments in areas adjacent
to residential neighborhoods and to ensure that these areas are developed in a manner appropriate for
locations abutting residential areas.

Light Industrial Districts provide for establishments that utilize processes in which dust, smoke, fumes,
glare, odors or other objectionable influences can be controlled, and which normally generate only limited
outdoor activities in association with a principal activity that is conducted primarily indoors.

Limited Office/Industrial Districts provide for limited office and light industrial activities in locations that are
adequately served by major streets and other facilities. This district is established to encourage the
grouping of large-scale offices and limited industrial establishments that have a clean and non-intrusive
character and which normally generate only limited outdoor activities.
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The Township has a strikingly diverse inventory of
existing homes for a suburban/exurban area. As
shown in the chart below, of the over 6,000 dwelling
units within the Township, 65% are comprised of
single family homes, 20% are multi-family, and 15%
are mobile homes. This diversity allows for
populations of all income and age levels to live in the
Township. In comparison, Concord Township, Avon,
and Olmsted Falls all have a housing stock
comprised of 80% to 90% single family homes.
Particularly in Concord Township and Avon these
single-family homes have been built within the last 30
years and consist primarily of upper middle-class
single family housing, limiting housing choice and
potential residents who can afford them.

Diversity extends into the Township’s single-family
housing stock as well in terms of both age and size.
With major housing developments in the Township
being constructed in each of the last five decades,
there are housing options that can fit anyone’s size,
scale, and budget. New housing developments are
continuing to also offer residents various size and
style options to fit all budgets as well. Large and
relatively expensive single family homes are being
constructed in the Grand Oaks development in the
southwest corner of the Township, mid-sized homes
on smaller lots in Gates Village along Sprague Road,
and small, one-level cluster homes in Galway Bay off
Jennings Road all offering a variety of options to
prospective buyers.

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Manufactured homes account for more than 15% of the total
housing units within the Township. There are three manufactured
home parks: Columbia Park on Columbia Road, Twin Oaks on
Cook Road, and Olmsted Home Park on Bagley Road. The parks
provide affordable living options within the community. Columbia
Park, the largest manufactured home park in Ohio, is a 55 plus
community offering seniors attractive and affordable living
options.

Providing this level of housing stock diversity allows residents who
desire to “age in place” and live in the Township for their entire life
the ability to do so.

The median home value in the Township is $163,600 which is
much higher than Cuyahoga County ($122,200) but lower than
Concord Township ($224,600) and Avon ($262,100) speaking
again to the diversity of homes offered. This number should rise in

the near future with various new home options far exceeding the Twin Oaks Manufactured Home

current median home value.
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The natural features in a community, including terrain,
water features, forest, and open space have vital
implications for how and where development occurs.
The natural environment also has far-reaching
implications for individual and overall community
health.

The Township’s terrain is mostly flat, except for the
riparian valleys of the East and West Branch of the
Rocky River. These tributaries of the Rocky River enter
into the Township in the far northeast corner. The
steep slopes have prevented most of this area from
being developed, and the majority of the East Branch
is contained within the Cleveland Metroparks Rocky
River Reservation. Plum Creek is a smaller tributary of
the West Branch of the Rocky River, and forms a
portion of the southeastern boundary between
Olmsted Township and Olmsted Falls. The West
Branch of Rocky River runs just east of Sunset
Memorial Park Cemetery.

Much of the area along both branches of the Rocky Horse Stable along Lewis Road

River has been left in its natural wooded state. Larger

wooded areas also remain in the southwestern portion of the Township primarily in areas, which, with the
exception of frontage along existing roads, have not yet been developed. This area also has a number of
high quality wetlands (Class 3 by Ohio Rapid Assessment Method (ORAM) Classification), according to
the Cuyahoga Soil and Water Conservation District. The other area where Class 3 wetlands exist is in the
eastern portion of the Township, east of Lewis Road. Other areas of quality wetlands exist within the
JEDD, and the eastern peninsula of the Township that abuts the former Parknoll Elementary in Berea.

According to the Federal Emergency Management Association’s Flood Insurance Rate Maps for
Cuyahoga County, the only areas within the Township that are prone to flood are those areas within the
river basins and along Plum Creek. However, due to the overall flatness of land, soil type, and increased
development of previously natural areas in the Township, flooding is an issue in several places. Flooding
in the southwest corner of the Township has become an issue due to the influx of stormwater into
roadside ditches. According to the Cuyahoga Soil and Water Conservation District, this suggests a need
to recognize these ditches as waterways, such that the land directly adjacent to them should be
considered floodplain and protected from development just as natural waterways are. Although the areas
around roadside ditches have been prone to flooding, these grassy ditches and the land adjacent serve
an important ecosystem function in storm water reduction: these areas capture and slow storm water
and the pollutant it carries before it reaches natural waterways and the storm sewer. They also help
replenish groundwater reserves. Other green infrastructure measures would also be of great benefit to
the Township in its overall reduction of flooding related to storm water.
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A major issue in many areas of the Township is
the need to extend sewer lines to the
remaining unserved areas of the Township and
invest in other storm water management
systems, including drainage basins, drainage
swales, and other green infrastructure to
capture stormwater runoff. According to the
General Soil Map for Cuyahoga County, there
are two different types of soils in Olmsted
Township. The first type, Condit silty clay loam,
is a hydric soil (meaning that it formed under
conditions of prolonged saturation), and is
poorly drained. Hydric soils often indicate the
presence of wetlands. The second type,
Mahoning silt loam, is not hydric but is also
poorly drained. Both have a high water table.
These soil types contribute to issues of
flooding that several residential areas have
reported.
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Parks and recreational facilities play a vital role in a
strong community. They encourage a healthy and
active lifestyle and provide social gathering places for
residents. Establishing these amenities can help
attract and retain residents to Olmsted Township.

The Township does have park and recreational

amenities in and around the area but the Township

does not currently maintain or operate any park or

recreational space. The majority of park and Olmsted Falls Soccer Fields

recreational space is provided by Olmsted Falls City Schools, the Cleveland Metroparks, or private
establishments. Though these are nice assets to have in the community, none provide free, easy and
unrestricted access to those amenities for all residents. Olmsted Falls School properties prioritize
school and school related events at their facilities. The Metroparks are isolated from the majority of
Olmsted Township residents as all Metroparks land within the Township runs along the East Branch of
the Rocky River on the far eastern side of the Township. As for Home Owners Association amenities
and private establishments, not all residents are allowed to utilize those facilities so these amenities only
benefit a certain population of residents. As shown on the map and detailed below, is a summary of
parks and recreational amenities within and directly adjacent to the Township.

Schools

Olmsted Falls Soccer Fields are owned by the Olmsted Falls School District and consist of 9
soccer fields with onsite concessions and gravel parking.

There are five (5) school buildings, Olmsted Falls High School, Middle/Intermediate
School, Falls-Lenox Primary School and the Early Childhood Center in the area that have

@various recreational amenities as summarized below. Though primarily used for school-related
activities, school facilities are used for non-school recreation through various organizations
including the Olmsted Community Center.

High School — Gymnasium, 4 Baseball, Soccer, Football Fields, 5 Tennis Courts, Track Facilities

Middle/Intermediate School — Gymnasium, 2 Baseball, 2 Soccer Fields, Basketball Court,
Playground

Early Childhood Center — Gymnasium, 3 Baseball Fields, Playground and Hardcourt Surfaces

Falls-Lenox Primary School (Olmsted Falls) — Gymnasium, 2 Baseball Fields, Playground and
Hardcourt Surfaces
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Subdivisions/Home Owners Associations (HOAS)

The Woodgate Farms subdivision, located in southwestern Olmsted Township, offers a
community center available for rental for subdivision residents as well as a community pool and
playground.

Evergreen Farms Apartments is located along Schady Road and offers a pool, playground, and
fitness center for apartment members.

The Hunters Ridge subdivision is located along MacKenzie Road and has a community park
that includes a basketball court and playground available for subdivision residents.

The Villages of Lakeside is a large subdivision in central Olmsted Township and offers community
facilities to its residents including a pool, Splash pad, and multiple tennis courts.

Private Establishments

Olmsted Community Center (OCC) is a non-profit organization that provides recreational
activities and programs to Olmsted Falls and Township residents of all ages. The Center, located in
Olmsted Falls, consists of a small gymnasium, multiple meeting rooms, and fitness and dance
studios. The OCC offers various recreational programs at other athletic facilities within the
community as well. Programs range from traditional youth programs (basketball, baseball leagues,
etc.) to Silver Sneaker programing for seniors.

@ West Side Irish American Center is a private club located on Jennings Road created to preserve
and promote Irish cultural heritage in song, dance, literature, sports, and traditions. The Center can
handle large or small events with three indoor meeting rooms to accommodate 50 to 300 people
and an outdoor pavilion built for large reunions or picnics for 400 to 500 people.

@ Donauschwaben Center is located on Columbia Road and was created by a German ethnic
group that primarily immigrated to America following World War Il and created a society to celebrate
their traditions and language. The Center consists of outdoor recreational facilities including soccer
fields, tennis courts, a small lake, a bar, and restroom facilities as well as a large event space called
The Clubhouse. The Clubhouse is a multilevel building; the basement contains a two-lane bowling
alley, a party room, dance practice room, meeting rooms, classrooms, and an indoor soccer field
with locker rooms. The main floor hosts a large ballroom, kitchen facilities, and a large
bar/restaurant.

@ Victory Sports Park is located on more than 60 acres in North Ridgeville and is a unique sports
and entertainment facility hosting numerous athletic leagues, local and national tournaments,
corporate and special events, team building and private parties. The facility consists of eight (8)
baseball diamonds, seven (7) multi-purpose fields, four (4) sand volleyball courts, concessions and
a concert stage.

@ The Soccer Sportsplex is a state-of-the-art sports facility located on Lorain Road in North
Olmsted. Open year round, the facility offers recreational experiences for people of all ages and
abilities. The facility consists of three (3) indoor fields, one (1) outdoor turf field, four (4) volleyball
courts, two (2) basketball courts and can host parties and events.

Additional private recreation venues are also located in the Township and serve as a regional attraction.
For example, Swings-N-Things, located on Stearns Road, south of Bagley, offers a multitude of activities
for its patrons. Outdoor activities include batting cages, bumper boats, go-karts, and paintball. Indoor
activities include a family game room, laser tag, and an indoor playground.

Cuyahoga County Public Library has two branches in the neighboring communities of North Olmsted and
Olmsted Falls. The Cuyahoga County Library system’s mission is to support community life by providing
an environment where reading, lifelong learning, and civic engagement thrive. Most library branches offer
technology classes, citizenship, and English classes, as well as senior and youth services.
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Olmsted Township shares a school district with

Olmsted Falls. The Olmsted Falls City School district

encompasses 16 square miles, making it the 11th

largest suburban district in Cuyahoga County in terms

of land area. According to 2018 enrollment numbers

provided by the district, there are over 3,600 students

currently enrolled from Pre-K through the 12th grade,

making it the 18th largest in terms of student

enrollment of the 30 suburban districts in the County.

Between 1995 and 2010, the Olmsted Falls City School District experienced steady growth. Over the
course of those 15 years, student enroliment increased from approximately 2,800 (1995) to more than
3,800 (2010). While this growth has now leveled off, the abundance of new housing developments
indicate the desirability of this area for families.

The Olmsted Falls City School District encompasses five school buildings — The Early Childhood Center
(PreK - K), Falls-Lenox Primary School (Grades 1-3), the Intermediate School (Grades 4-5), the Middle
School (Grades 6-8), and Olmsted Falls High School (grades 9-12). The District is affiliated with the
Polaris Career Center. The High School is currently undergoing a $21.9 million dollar expansion and
renovation adding 40,000 square feet to the high school, including 9 science classrooms, 4 art
classrooms, 4 business classrooms, and a band-music addition.

The Olmsted Falls City School District is a Triple A District that focuses on academics, the arts and
athletics. The District’s current graduation rate is 96.4% with 90.9% of students passing the 3rd grade
reading proficiency test. Student test scores on the ACT and SAT college entrance tests are
consistently above both state and national averages. More than 75% of graduating seniors continue
their education at a college or university. The quality of the education is an important community asset
that attracts new residents and businesses.

The Township is split in terms of waste water service.
Properties north of the Norfolk Southern Rail lines
drain waste water into North Olmsted’s sanitary
system while properties south of the tracks drain into
the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District’s
(NEORSD) system. Recently, the Cuyahoga County
Department of Public Works completed the
installation of new sanitary sewers along Barton,
Bronson, and portions of Cook Roads to supply
residents with sanitary service and also provide
service to future JEDD development.

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Olmsted Township has a Pubic Service Department that maintains over 40 lane miles of existing
roadways throughout Olmsted Township. The department is responsible for general repairs on the
roadways which can range from pothole filing to complete resurfacing or reconstruction as well as
underlying infrastructure and ditch repair and maintenance. Since 2014, Cuyahoga County has
contracted with Olmsted Township to maintain County roads within the Township. This 5-year
agreement is documented and monitored to ensure fiscal responsibility and to provide a high level of
service to residents and the business community. More than 22 miles of roadway are included in this

contract.

The public service department also provides, chipping and leaf collection, snow and ice removal, and
general roadway maintenance for the residents of the Township. The department has also undertaken a
pilot program for snow and ice removal on private streets within the Township.

Implement

Township-Wide & Focus Areas

Based on the Township goals described within the Identify Section of this plan and defined by the
community, steering committee, stakeholder and staff input, various recommendations were established.
Some recommendations are broad and apply to the entire Township and are categorized under
Township-Wide Recommendations as shown below. As the comprehensive planning process progressed
core ideas also emerged as areas of high interest to the community. These ideas were categorized into
Four Focus Areas: Connectivity, Parks & Recreation, Economic Development, and Community Facilities
& Identity. Due to the high interest in these Four Focus Areas multiple recommendations fell under these
focus areas, some broad, general recommendations and others more targeted. This plan centered
more resources into detailing those targeted recommendations within each focus area and identified
them as “Implementable Recommendations”. These recommendations don’t only seek to identify a
solution to a current desire but also provide the necessary “steps forward” and available “implementation
tools and strategies” to increase the probability that these recommendations are implemented.

Below is a flow chart illustrating how recommendations are categorized.
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1. Pursue the Development of the North Olmsted
to Mill Stream Run Reservation Connector Trail
along the Existing First Energy Utility Corridor
and Seek Local & Regional Partners to Connect
the Trail Outside of Township Boundaries.

Connectivity

Increasing multimodal connectivity is not just a focus in Olmsted
Township but throughout the Greater Cleveland region. That is
why NOACA, the Cuyahoga County Planning Commission along
with the Cleveland Metropaks have recently undertaken the
Cuyahoga Greenways planning study which assesses current and
future bicycle facility routes within the County. As part of that study, regional bike trail connections have
been identified and prioritized. The North Olmsted to Mill Creek Reservation Trail is considered an
important regional link that runs primarily along the existing First Energy utility corridor from Stearns
Road east through the Township and ultimately connecting to Mill Creek Parkway within the Cleveland
Metroparks. This trail would become the Township’s backbone for multimodal transportation and
would be critical to increasing not only local connectivity, but also regional connectivity. From this trail,
spur trails to neighborhoods, connections to local assets, and links to sidewalks could be created,
further expanding the Township’s multimodal footprint. With the Cuyahoga Greenways Study
scheduled to be completed in early 2019, the time is now for the Township to seek regional and local
partners to jump on the opportunity to complete this multimodal connection while interest is high.

Engage First Energy

In order for the traill to become a reality,
discussions need to take place with First Energy
regarding the viability of creating an easement for
the trail to co-locate along the utility corridor.
Co-location is not uncommon along utility
corridors. Middleburg Heights’ Lake to Lake Trall
(shown to the right) is a local example of utility
co-location. Though careful planning for the exact
location of the trail within the utility corridor is
needed to avoid interference with utility
operations, the trail could provide maintenance
access and upkeep benefits for the utility
company.

Due to the trail’s planned regional connectivity, collaboration with regional entities including Cuyahoga
County Planning and the Cleveland Metroparks, along with neighboring communities including
Olmsted Falls, Berea, and North Olmsted is needed for the full connectivity impact of this trail to be
realized. Collaboration with these partners will assist the Township with cost sharing, prioritizing
construction of trail segments, acquiring future project funding, and assisting with project oversight.

Conduct a Preliminary Engineering Study

Further planning and engineering design is needed to identify a specific route for the connector trail
alignment to be constructed within the utility corridor. This trail plan will identify potential environmental
concerns, private right of way impacts, stormwater considerations, and provide detailed engineering
costs to construct. This plan should include public outreach specifically targeted toward the private
home owners along the utility corridor to address their concerns and ideas for the future connector
trail.

X Implementation Tools & Strategies

The total length of the trail from Stearns Road to Fitch Road within the Township is only 1.5 miles. The
general alignment of the trail within the Township has few major obstacles outside of gaining easement
access along the utility corridor. There appears to be no need for bridges, boardwalks, or private right of
way encroachments along this portion of the alignment, making it both cheaper and easier to construct.
Depending on how the project gets phased, whether all at once or in multiple segments, two funding
sources can assist with reducing the Township’s out of pocket expenses to construct.

Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) - Clean Ohio Trail Funds: This grant program
funds longer regional trails or portions of regional trail connections as well as trail head and trailside
facilities and acquisition of easements and property. Maximum awards for this grant are generally capped
at $500k, though there are some trails of regional significance that have received higher funding
amounts. There is a 25% local match required by the applicant. Applications are taken annually and
generally due February 1st.

These funds are the most viable to pursue as this trail is a planned regional connection spanning multiple
jurisdictions and would easily be eligible to receive funding through this program.

Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) - Recreational Trails Grant Program: This grant
is generally used for development of urban trail linkages, trail head and trailside facilities; maintenance of
existing trails; acquisition of easements and property or the development and construction of new trails.
Maximum awards for this grant are capped at $150k and require a minimum 20% local match by the
applicant. Applications are taken annually and generally due February 1st.

This grant typically funds shorter trail segments or loop trails. With this trail being a regional trail

connection, Clean Ohio Trails Fund are a better candidate to fund this trail. That being said, if the trail is
broken into multiple smaller segments to construct, these funds would make sense to pursue.

A major priority for the Township and its residents in the recent
past has centered around increasing mobility options for
residents. Public survey results from this comprehensive plan
update, as shown below, reflect the continued emphasis
regarding improved mobility. In 2015, Olmsted Township along
with NOACA completed a Complete Street Plan for the Township
prioritizing locations within the Township in need of sidewalk
facilities. Since the completion of that plan, multiple projects have either been constructed or have
secured funding for future construction. But with 11 primary locations identified within the Complete
Streets Plan and additional locations identified by steering committee members and Township staff,
much more work needs to be done to achieve this goal.

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The map above highlights multi-modal connectivity locations where either sidewalk or a trail is desired
in the future. To compile this map, input was gathered from steering committee meetings, public
outreach, Olmsted Township staff, and past recommendations from the 2015 Complete Streets Plan.
In some locations a sidewalk is only needed on one side to fill existing sidewalk gaps, while other
locations need sidewalk on both sides of the street. Sidewalk or trail needs for each location are
highlighted above.

Prioritizing Connectivity Improvements - Defining Criteria

Like any township, funds for capital improvements are limited. Constructing all of the connectivity
improvements recommended within this plan will not be feasible in the next year or two but will take a
concerted effort over the next 10 to 15 years. With this in mind, to continue to plan implementation, we
have prioritized each connectivity location into tiered groups based on the criteria described on the next
page. Locations within the Tier 1 priorities are projects Olmsted Township should focus on first as they
meet many of the criteria described. While Tier 3 priorities are connections with lower priorities that
don’t meet criteria but could rise up the priority list if future development increases connectivity demand
(i.e. JEDD development). These criteria can also act as a roadmap to assist Olmsted Township staff
with prioritizing new connectivity improvements or revising current connectivity priorities in the future.

Connectivity Criteria

Does the future sidewalk directly connect children to schools or youth activities? Both the
steering committee and staff expressed concerns that children have to walk along rural roadway
shoulders to get to school or activity centers like the soccer fields along Schady Road. Top priority
should be given to sidewalk locations that are frequently used by school children as their safety is
paramount.

Is the sidewalk along a State or County Road that is scheduled for future roadway or utility
maintenance? Knowing the schedules of planned infrastructure projects within the Township can
provide an opportunity to partner with regional agencies. Pairing sidewalk improvements with an
already planned infrastructure project can save the Township on construction mobilization and project
oversight costs.

Is the sidewalk in an area that has a high likelihood of future development? \Why build a
sidewalk in an area where a developer is likely to build it? In areas where development interest is high,
hold off on sidewalk improvements or look to partner with developers if possible.

What is the preliminary cost of the sidewalk improvement? QObviously, overall project cost
matters. As shown in the table above, each priority segment has a preliminary cost associated with it.
Preliminary unit costs were based off of historical Cuyahoga County and ODOT cost data. For 5
foot-wide walk $121/LF was used and $138/LF was used for a 10 foot-wide paved bike trail. If project
costs are too expensive as shown, projects could be broken down into smaller segments to make cost
more tolerable and continue implementing sidewalk improvements.
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Is private right-of-way needed to construct the sidewalk improvement? It is extremely
important to know if a future sidewalk improvement needs private right-of-way to complete
construction. Right-of-way acquisition adds to the overall cost and extends the schedule of a project.
Needing private right-of-way does not necessarily make a project impossible but additional planning is
needed to complete. The Township should identify locations where existing right-of-way is tight and
where sidewalk improvements will have a high likelihood of right-of-way acquisition to adjust priorities
accordingly.

Is there grant funding available to assist the Township with project costs? Grant funding is the
most common avenue to reduce infrastructure project costs. There are various grant funding sources
to aid in sidewalk construction as detailed below. Each grant source is different and not all sidewalk
locations may be eligible for each source.

Implementation Tools & Strategies

Update School Travel Plan: In order to be eligible for Safe Routes to School Funding through the Ohio
Department of Transportation (ODOT), the Olmsted Falls School District, in collaboration with Olmsted
Township and Olmsted Falls must first update the school travel plan. A School Travel Plan (STP) is a
written document that outlines a community’s intentions for enabling students to engage in active
transportation (i.e. walking or bicycling) as they travel to and from school. A comprehensive STP is
created through a team-based approach that involves key community stakeholders and members of the
public in identifying barriers to active transportation. Guidance to complete a STP is located on ODOT’s
website. Once completed improvements recommended within the plan would be eligible for Safe Routes
to School Funding which is available annually in January. Infrastructure improvements can be funded up
to $400k with grant funding. More information about the Safe Routes to School Grant can be found on
ODQOT’s Safe Routes to School website.

NOACA TLCI Implementation Grant Funding: As most of the sidewalk priorities highlighted are part
of the 2015 Complete Streets Plan, they would be eligible for TLCI Implementation grant funds through
NOACA. This funding source funds up to $500k of infrastructure improvements with up to a 0% local
match. Funds can be used to further complete street and multimodal improvements that have been
identified in a transportation planning study (either through the TLCI Program or other sources). The
Township recently leveraged this source to construct sidewalk improvements along Fitch and Cook
Roads

As described previously, The Recreational Trails Grant Program and The Clean Ohio Trails Fund
through ODNR are also viable grant options for trail constructions. See page 45 for more details.

COn ﬂeCt|V|ty With the near-term connectivity focus on implementing sidewalk

and regional trail improvements, the Township should also keep
an eye to the future and begin planning for future trail connections
to further increase multimodal connectivity. As population
continues to increase and land develops, there will be less and
less opportunity to create a localized trail network that connects
neighborhoods to local assets including schools, shopping areas
and the Cleveland Metroparks. Conducting a planning study to
determine the future trail options throughout the Township is a relatively low-cost endeavor and could
be completed as other multimodal connections are being implemented.

Most bike riders are apprehensive about riding with or too close to traffic. As shown in the infographic
below, 60% of bicycle riders fall into the “interested but concerned” category, meaning that they are
interested in riding a bicycle but are fearful about riding in the street. Most feel comfortable on an
off-road trail. As detailed on the next page, an off-road trail does not have to be located within a
greenway; it can parallel a road, utility corridor, or weave along underutilized public land. Planning for a
trail network would be the first step in linking neighborhoods together, encouraging more users and
attracting residents interested in connectivity amenities to the Township.
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@ Steps Forward

With portions of the Township heavily developed and other portions still very rural in character, there are
many tools to utilize to navigate a comprehensive trail network throughout the Township. Some trail
connectivity ideas are explored below.

Utility Corridors

Similar to the North Olmsted to Mill Creek Run Reservation
Trail proposed along the First Energy utility corridor, these
corridors are a convenient way to navigate a highly
developed area without having to acquire private right of way
from multiple owners.

Riparian Corridors

Like utility corridors, riparian corridors along creeks or
streams provide a unique opportunity to provide multimodal
access in developed areas while also providing a scenic
reprieve from the urban/suburban landscape. Challenges
with these corridors often include mitigating flood zone and
wetland impacts as well as topographic constraints.

Along Existing Right-of-Ways

In some instances, existing roadways have wider than
necessary right-of-way widths to house the roadway
pavement which can allow for trail improvements to be
contained within the existing roadway right-of-way and
avoid the need for private right-of-way acquisition.
Occasionally, there are platted streets owned by the local
government agency that never were constructed and can
also provide unique connections to local assets.

Within Publicly Owned/HOA Land

Public and HOA land can also be valuable assets to link a
trail network. Underutilized public land can act as a
connector or trailhead for a future trail. Many HOA's have
existing walking paths or trails that could easily be upgraded
to accommodate bike and pedestrian users. Obviously,
close coordination needs to be conducted with the HOA to
allow for these improvements.
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Plan for Trails in Future Development Areas

With still a fair amount of land to develop within the Township
consideration within a potential trail plan should be given to
how future trails may connect through currently privately
held, undeveloped land. With this plan in place, the
Township can reference the plan when developers bring site
proposals before the Administrator/Trustees and have
leverage to urge developers to construct the planned trail
improvements.

Implementation Tools & Strategies

Pursue NOACA TLCI Planning Grants: The Transportation for Livable Communities Initiative (TLCI) is
an annual grant program funded by Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA) with the
goals of expanding multimodal transportation alternatives, providing reliable transportation choices,
reinvesting in underutilized areas, and enhancing local economic development. Planning grants through
the TLCI program typically fund citywide connectivity studies, complete street corridor studies,
downtown revitalization plans, and trail studies. Grant awards generally range between $20k to $80k and
DO NOT require a local match (though a match is obviously encouraged, if possible). All political
subdivisions including townships within the NOACA region (Lake, Geauga, Cuyahoga, Medina, and
Lorain Counties) are eligible to apply. Applications for funding are generally available in the Fall with
roughly $500k allocated for planning grants annually. These funds would easily cover the cost of this
study and potentially at no cost to the Township.

Encourage the inclusion of amenities (i.e. benches, trash
cans, bike repair stations) that support bike and pedestrian
facilities within new developments.

Though this location is not currently owned by the Township, the former Golden Tee Driving Range on
Bagley Road, just west of the Bagley and Stearns intersection, would be a perfect location to provide a
central gathering space for residents. Many respondents to the community survey and steering
committee members expressed the necessity for a central gathering space. Providing a central
gathering space in this location would reinforce the
development of the Stearns Town Center area, another
major recommendation of this plan. This site is large enough
to construct an amphitheater, shelters, or even a small
multi-purpose indoor space for parties and events along with
other active recreational amenities. Zoning Code within the
Town Center Planned Development could be revised to
incorporate a central gathering space within future
large-scaled developments. This would allow for a portion of
this site to be developed while also creating a central
gathering space residents desire. The site is currently for sale

and has direct access to all utilities. Former Golden Tee Driving Range
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Rank #2 - Twp. Owned — Schady Road Property
Active Recreation

The largest Township-owned property located on Schady
Road is over 30 acres and could provide a location for
ballfields, playgrounds, community gardens, and other
active recreational amenities that the Township desperately
needs. This land is flat, mostly cleared of woods and
underbrush and is close to many of the new housing
developments in the Township. In addition, the property has
direct access to water, sewer, and power making
improvements to the site more cost effective. The one
drawback to the site is the large high-tension electrical lines
bisecting its center. Any recreational field would have to
avoid being under those wires. Though not aesthetically
pleasing, this space still could be utilized for various
recreational activities at a low cost to the Township.

Rank #3 - Twp. Owned — Cook Road Property
Passive Recreation

The Cook Road site that was recently donated to the
Township is a smaller 4-acre site that is heavily wooded and
contains some wetlands. This site could be a great location
for nature trail or some other passive park amenities that
would allow residents to walk and experience nature within
the Township.

Rank #4 - Twp. Owned — Usher Road Property
Active Recreation

The Township also owns a parcel along Usher Road near
the Vitamix World Headquarters building in an area that is
particularly void of any public parkland. The development to
the immediate west was developed in the 1970s and does
not have a central park. This location is small enough to
accommodate a large playground, some small courts, and
other amenities to allow local residents an opportunity to
recreate.

The final Township owned property that could be utilized as
a public recreational space is along Fitch Road just north of
the Norfolk Southern railroad tracks. This property is directly
adjacent to the First Energy high-tension powerlines that
bisect the Township. This site is so small, only being 1 acre,
that not much can be used for recreation other than the
potential for a trail head along a regional bike trail that
parallels the existing high-tension wires.

Conduct a Parks & Recreation Master Plan

Though these amenities are desires of the community and would improve the overall quality of life within
the Township, consideration needs to be given to not only the capital costs to construct these
improvements but, more importantly the staff needed to operate and maintain them. This should be one
of the many questions investigated in a parks and recreation master plan. The plan should look at all of
the Township’s resources as a whole (including the viability of an indoor recreation center — see Parks &
Recreation Implementable Recommendation 2) and assess the needs and desires of the community
regarding specific types of parks and recreational amenities they would like to see. Outcomes of the plan
should detail both capital and operating costs to the Township so the Trustees can make an informed
decision balancing recreational amenities with costs. The plan should also provide strategies for funding
the operation of these parks outside of property tax increases. Below are some strategies and funding
sources to fund both parks and recreational operations and capital improvements.

Operations and Maintenance Strategies:

Fees on New Home Builds/Residential and Commercial Building Permits: One strategy to reduce
the amount of annual operations and maintenance cost is to place a parks and recreation fee on each
new home or building permit pulled within the Township. In the case of new home builds, the builder
would be assessed the fee for each new house and most likely pass that cost onto the buyer by including
it in the home's asking price. The fee does not have to be excessive; some cities charge as little as $500
per new home. There is still a lot of developable land within the Township, so in the near term this could
aid in supplementing operational costs. Relying on this strategy only to sustain long-term operations is
unsustainable as eventually new home construction will wane. Placing a smaller fee on building permits
could be a way to continue to generate income through this method, though on a smaller scale. The
strategy in this case would be to raise building permit fees slightly to account for parks and maintenance
costs.
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To gain a sense of the amount of money that can be generated from such fees, below is an example
using 2017 housing starts and building permit data within the Township. If we assumed an additional fee
of $500 for each new home build, $25 for each residential building permit, and $50 for each commercial
building permit, the Township would have generated $29,050 dollars toward park operations and
maintenance. Even if only one or two properties are adopted as Township parks, this will still not be
enough annual funding to support ongoing maintenance but could be a solid way to supplement costs.

Create a Joint Park District: This idea is popular in areas where heavily populated townships and
cities/villages share a common school district. There are many examples of Joint Park Districts
throughout the State. The district can be established by at least two governmental bodies (e.g. Olmsted
Township, Olmsted Falls and/or Olmsted Falls City Schools) within a contiguous geographical region.
The district can levy taxes to construct, maintain, and operate park and recreational facilities and must
establish a board of directors consisting of officials from each contributing body who will guide and
operate the park district. Though generally these districts are funded by tax increases, the tax increase
and operational burdens are not on the Township alone but on the park district. This idea of sharing the
costs and benefits of parks and recreational amenities regionally will reduce the burden of operating and
maintaining these amenities within the Township while still providing a service to its residents.

Capital Improvement Strategies:

There are various grant programs to aid in acquiring park land or constructing capital park
improvements. The funding sources listed below can aid the Township in growing parks and recreational
spaces. Each is competitive and requires some local match by the Township.
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Ohio Public Works Commission (OPWC) Clean Ohio Greenspace Conservation Program: This is
an annual funding program that can cover the construction and acquisition of park land and passive park
improvements which requires a 25% local match. The application is generally available in early Fall each
year and applicants compete in regions for money. The Township resides in District 1 which
encompasses Cuyahoga County. The following project types are eligible to receive funding:

Open Space — Open space acquisition and/or related development of those open spaces, including the
acquisition of easements. This includes acquisition of land or rights in land for parks, forests, wetlands,
natural areas that protect an endangered plant or animal population, other natural areas, and connecting
corridors for natural areas. Related development projects include projects for the construction or
enhancement of facilities that are necessary to make the acquired open space area accessible and
usable by the general public. An application can be made for acquisition only, acquisition and related
improvements, or for improvements only on properties previously acquired through Clean Ohio. Eligible
improvements include trails, pedestrian bridges, observation decks, kiosks/signs, benches, trash
receptacles, invasive species removal (one time), parking lots, restoration, and fencing.

Riparian Corridor — Protection and enhancement of riparian corridors or watersheds, including the
protection of streams, rivers, lakes, and other bodies of water. Projects may include reforestation of land
or planting of vegetation for filtration, and fee simple acquisition or acquisition of easements for providing
access, or for protection and enhancement.

Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) Nature Works Grant: This annual funding
program provides up to 75% reimbursement assistance for local government subdivisions (including
townships) for the acquisition, development, and rehabilitation of recreational areas. Grant awards vary
but generally range from $10k to $50k depending on available funds and cover construction and
right-of-way acquisition. Funds are distributed on a by county basis which makes them highly
competitive in Cuyahoga County. This grant application is typically due May 1st annually.

Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) Land and Water Conservation Fund: This is a
bi-annual funding program that funds park land acquisition or park development construction. Park land
acquired with the funding must remain park land in perpetuity but can be improved to add park
amenities. Park development projects can range from active recreational amenities including outdoor
courts and amphitheaters to passive recreational amenities including trails and picnic shelters. The
maximum award for these funds is $300k and requires a 50% local match. The funds are competed for
on a statewide level and are due in November of even number years.

A major theme that developed throughout the public engagement
process was the desire to explore the need for an indoor
recreational facility. Results from the community survey show that
over 50% of respondents were interested in developing an indoor
recreation center over any other recreational amenity. While these
results do show an interest from the community, much more research needs to be done to determine
what amenities are desired within the recreation center, how the center would be financed, maintained,
and ultimately what the annual cost would be to the average Township resident. Once these elements
are known, the Township and residents can make a more informed decision on whether or not the
costs of building, operating, and maintaining a recreational center is still a high desire. While these
facilities do attract potential residents and improve a community’s quality of life, they can be a drain on
a local budget if not scaled and staffed properly.

To offer a bit of perspective, knowing that there is not a “one size fits all” model for the creation of a
recreation center, five recreation centers within Northeast Ohio were investigated in detail as part of this
plan. The five recreation centers investigated were The Gemini Center in Fairview Park, The Anchor in
Avon Lake, The Reminderville Athletic Club, The Wadsworth Community Center, and The Brunswick
Recreation Center. Each case study varies in terms of recreation center sizes, amenities offered, age,
operating budgets, regional partnerships, and financing options. The graphic above highlights each
recreation center’s size and type of partnership. Each case study is designed to provide examples to
the Township of various ways that a recreation center can be constructed and maintained, keeping in
mind that a recreation center needs to be constructed to meet the needs of today’s residents but also
be flexible enough to adapt to the needs of future residents. While some have been very successful in
offering quality recreational amenities within their budget, others have had challenges that have
reduced amenities and negatively impacted the community's finances.

The Olmsted Township and Olmsted Falls Joint Economic
Development District (JEDD) was created in 2001 when Township
and City representitives, Cuyahoga County Commissioners and a
majority within the proposed JEDD boundaries approved the joint
agreement. A JEDD is an opportunity to set aside an area for
commercial development that generates income tax revenue to
benefit both the township and city involved in the venture. The
JEDD contract agreement expires on December 31, 2050, and
establishes a 1.50% income tax to be levied within the district. 0.5% to 5.0% of income tax revenues
are to be set aside annually for long-term maintenance of the JEDD, with the remainder of income tax
revenues to be split equally between the City and the Township. The JEDD agreement also explicitly
prohibits the City of Olmsted Falls from annexing any territory within the district during the term of the
contract without the consent of the Township.

The current JEDD area encompasses 243 acres, with a potential JEDD expansion area of 142 more
acres identified in a proposed master development plan. The entirety of the 385-acre site is located in
Olmsted Township and represents the largest tract of undeveloped, non-preserved land in Cuyahoga
County. In early 2006, the JEDD issued a request for proposals (RFP) seeking proposals from master
plan developers for the purchase and development of property within the JEDD into an
industrial/business park. The concept plan for the JEDD included the use of “industrial flex space such
as office space, warehouse, light industrial, and entrepreneurial users” as it was anticipated that the new
development could accommodate a variety of business uses, from “specialty retail and personal
services through distribution to light industrial.” The site boasts excellent freight access as it is directly
adjacent to CSX railroad and having excellent regional proximity to the Ohio Turnpike (via the SR 10
(Lorain Road interchange), Interstate 480 (via the Stearns Road interchange), and Cleveland Hopkins
International Airport. However, despite the JEDD’s strategically advantageous location in the Northeast
Ohio marketplace, major issues have hampered the marketability of unimproved property for over a
decade.

Inadequate Utility Infrastructure: Prior to 2016 there was a lack of public utility infrastructure adjacent to
the JEDD area; specifically the absence of sanitary sewers was a major obstacle in enticing desired
development. With the construction of both sanitary sewers and water lines along Cook and Barton
Roads by the Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works in 2016, the JEDD site now has direct
access to these utilities. Several utility issues remain including tap in and assessment fees: Cuyahoga
County construction costs and North Olmsted use charges. Utility construction costs within the JEDD
are also a factor in calculating the development cost.

Multiple Owners: More than a dozen stakeholders own property within the 385-acre JEDD site. The

presence of multiple owners has been a detriment to development as an agreement requires
collaboration and additional negotiations.

Recommend & Implement
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Work with the JEDD Board to Assess and Explore Strategic Options and
Partnerships for Development of the JEDD.

Current long-standing agreements between Cuyahoga County and North Olmsted on behalf of
Olmsted Township, multiple property owners, bonding capacity, topographical issues, road and traffic
considerations and costs associated with infrastructure construction and connection have all been
detriments to development of an economic hub in the Township. It will be critical to work with the JEDD
Board and Olmsted Falls to assess and address these issues. The Township, City and the JEDD Board
will have to work with strategic partners on the local, county and state levels to fund construction of
appropriate infrastructure to support commercial development. While the JEDD site is one of the largest
single undevelopmed parcels in Cuyahoga County, conditions from 2008 through 2013 were not
favorable to marketing the site. While there are many challenges to development, working incrementally
and strategically with the JEDD Board and partners has great potential under current conditions.

2018 OIlmsted Township
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Create a Township Community Improvement Corporation (CIC) which could act as
the Township’s agent and take an active role in purchasing property within the
JEDD to expedite site assembly and market and sell the property to potential
developers.

Types of CIC’s
Onhio law provides for the creation of a CIC to either serve as an economic development corporation or
a county land reutilization corporation (county “land bank”).

Distinction from Land Reutilization Programs

Up until 2009, the Ohio Revised Code only allowed local authorities to establish a type of land bank
called a land reutilization program. These pre-2009 local land banks typically do not pursue tax
foreclosures, but instead are focused on assembling and holding vacant property. Olmsted Township
already has a local Land Reutilization Program that holds and maintains an inventory of vacant
properties, but it does not actively pursue the acquisition of properties through tax foreclosure. Under
current state law County Land Reutilization Corporations or “County Land Banks”, such as the
Cuyahoga County Land Bank, are best empowered to regionally address vacant and abandoned
housing using tax foreclosure as their primary method of property acquisition. County Land Banks are
designed to work not only on property acquisition, but also to focus on the reclamation, rehabilitation,
and reutilization of vacant and abandoned lands in the county in collaboration with municipalities and
townships, including local Land Reutilization Programs.

The following tables provides a brief summary of distinctions between Local and County Land Banks:

Given that Olmsted Township already has a Local Land Bank and Cuyahoga County already has a
County Land Bank, this section focuses on the potential creation of a CIC by the Township as an
economic development corporation that may strategically acquire key development properties as they
become available to facilitate site assembly.

What is a Community Improvement Corporation (CIC)?

CIC’s are non-profit corporations organized for the purposes of “advancing, encouraging, and
promoting the industrial, economic, commercial and civic development of a community or area” (ORC
1724.01(B)(1)). CIC’s assist with the promotion and financing of economic development by providing
loans to individuals and businesses; buying, selling, and leasing real and personal property for
economic development purposes; and, by entering into contracts with the state and local
governments. CIC’s have the ability to be flexible and move quickly on various economic development
transactions. This is especially true when acquiring, selling, or leasing property owned by the
Township, that they want to offer for development, or other lands owned by the CIC. Such land
transactions can be made by the CIC with fewer restrictions, as contracts and land sales are exempt
from competitive bidding requirements. A CIC may issue a Request for Proposals to prospective
development teams to improve land the CIC owns using a quality-based scoring process that
considers factors such as a developer's previous record of success, their financial proforma, and
proposed tenant mix/lease commitments, as opposed to simply selling the property to the highest
bidder.

How is a CIC Created?

A CIC is formed by a unanimous vote by the Township Trustees and approval from the Secretary of
State to ensure the CIC’s mission is in line with state law. Once approved, a CIC Board must be created
to govern the CIC. At least 40% of the board must be Township Trustees, or other elected or appointed
officials of political subdivisions that designate the CIC as its agent. A CIC can include multiple
jurisdictions if desired. Each political subdivision that has designated the CIC must have at least one
officer on the board.

How is a CIC funded?

A CIC usually has a variety of funding sources in order to maintain staff and operate. The funding
usually includes a combination of public and private sources of revenue and fees for services. Some
CIC’s receive donations from companies, and these donations may be tax exempt depending on the
federal tax classification of the CIC. Other CIC’s charge membership fees to business and industry that
become members of the CIC and participate in its affairs. These fees are often proportional to the size
of the business or industry. Some CIC’s apply for and manage state and federal grants.

Township Trustees may also contribute general fund monies, not otherwise appropriated, and other
services to a CIC to defray any expenses of the CIC, unless the use of township funds are limited by
resolution of the Trustees. This requires a unanimous vote of the township trustees (ORC 505.701).
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Encourage and attract high tech, high end businesses that employ a large number
of people with above-average wages.

Such businesses may include professional offices and research and development including medical
research. Also attractive are businesses that build on and service other local businesses, clusters to
further strengthen local economic resilience and sustainability. For example, 20% of Vitamix’s suppliers
are 20/30 miles away: the relative proximity of these businesses might tempt them to locate in the
JEDD, streamlining their supply or distribution chain. Light industrial and assembly uses with operations
that are primarily conducted indoors with no, or limited, outdoor storage, such as electronic equipment
manufacturing, educational institutions, and advanced business services (computer/data processing)
would also be appropriate in the JEDD.

Businesses that are less labor intensive or with lower average wages, such as warehousing and
distribution centers should be steered to appropriately zoned land outside the JEDD where the income
tax would not apply. Commercial retail development should be limited within the JEDD and instead
steered toward the Town Center area.

Provide vehicle & pedestrian connections from the Business Park to the Town Center.

The Township recognizes that the development of the Town Center depends in large part on the
development of the JEDD and the corresponding influx of nearby daytime patrons. Easy vehicular and
pedestrian access to nearby shops, restaurants, and personal services is also an important selling point
to prospective developers, business owners, and employees.

How to connect?
Create a multi-purpose trail that runs directly from the JEDD to the Town Center featuring wayfinding
signs to the Town Center and information about amenities that can be found there.

Encourage traffic patterns and signage at exit areas that direct people towards the Town Center.

Unlike other areas in the region, Olmsted Township did not
develop around a central town square or corridor. Original
development within the Township centered around farming and
the centers of commerce were focused in Olmsted Falls and
Berea. There was limited need for commercial development in the
Township. That trend has continued even today as most of
modern retail and commercial uses are centered around Great
Northern Mall, Southpark Mall or Crocker Park. But with both a growing population and a population
which is more affluent, demand for local retail within Olmsted Township is “On The Grow”. The most
logical place to center this development is around the Bagley and Stearns Road intersection. This area
currently has some limited local retail options and is generally at the geographical center of the
Township.

How to Create a Place

Countless surveys have looked into what makes an area
appealing to residents, visitors, and businesses. Places are
often ranked based on sustainability, innovation, and
efficiency, but what is most important to the economic
sustainability of an area is community distinctiveness, a
sense of place. A sense of place is a unique collection of
qualities and characteristics that provide meaning to a location. Sense of place is what makes one area
different from another, but is also what makes our physical surroundings worth caring about.

Stearns Bagley Plaza

Currently, the Town Center lacks a sense of place. The storefronts and businesses that occupy the area
are aesthetically dissimilar and building setbacks and signage are inconsistent. There is no sense of
arrival or theming to identify the Town Center and no place for residents to gather and recreate. They
have no reason to frequent the Town Center besides patronizing the area’s retail establishments. Three
of the four corners of the Town Center are developed. So how can we change this area to make it a
cohesive place and attract residents to the area?
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Enhance Streetscapes of Bagley and Stearns Powell, Ohio
Roads within the Right-of-Way

Though right-of-way is relatively tight along Stearns and
Bagley Roads, this is one aspect of the Town Center that the
Township controls and various improvements can be
constructed to improve the visual appearance of the
streetscape. Improvements could be as simple as
pedestrian scaled street lighting, planters, decorative
fencing and signage. Through our discussions with the
steering committee, a particular interest in
pedestrian-scaled lighting emerged and an overall rural
theme must be conveyed. Examples of rurally themed Broadview Heights, Ohio
streetscapes and developments were presented to the
steering committee at our second meeting to gather
feedback on potential rural theming ideas for both the
streetscape and future development sites. Many liked the
theming presented in both Broadview Heights and Powell,
Ohio. Ultimately, to provide consistent theming within the
Town Center, streetscape design standards should be
created and amended to the Town Center Planned
Development District already in place. Below are ideas to
consider when determining future streetscape amenities.

Create a Central Gathering Space

Every great place has a public gathering space where people can relax, recreate, and hold events. To
begin to establish the Town Center as a true community center, a central gathering space must be
created for residents. As described under the park and recreation recommendations, the former
Golden Tee Driving Range site is for sale and all, or a portion of that site could make for a nice central
gathering space for the community. It is adjacent to the Town Center and a portion of the site could
easily be converted into a park with open space and an amphitheater to hold Township events as part
of a broader site development. This space would not only provide residents with a much needed quality
of life amenity, but it would also aid in supporting local businesses as they would benefit from
secondary and ancillary business at these events.

Working hand-in-hand with the creation of a central
gathering space would be the idea of programming and
branding the Town Center. With a programmable space at
the Town Center, the Township could sponsor a local
farmers market, musical acts, and school-related activities
to keep the central gathering space active and to engage
residents. In addition, the area could use focused and
themed branding to let residents and visitors know that you
have arrived at the Town Center. Entrance signage,
including signage along the Stearns Road Bridge (as shown
above and below), and banners along with a themed logo,
would help brand the area.

Changing and reimaging a place can take a long time to evolve. It requires buy-in not only from residents
and the Township administration, but most importantly, the businesses and land owners within the Town
Center itself. Zoning tools can and should be updated to reflect future desires but changes to existing
businesses can only occur with major rehabilitation or new construction. So how can we begin to
implement this vision? Below are some ideas to gather local buy-in and encourage the creation of the
Town Center.

The Township Must Lead the Process

Nothing within the Town Center will change without the Township taking the initial steps to change the
perception of this area. That means working within the roadway right-of-ways to improve sidewalks,
aesthetics, and signage, amending the Town Center Planned Development District Design Guidelines to
better define the vision, and creating a central gathering space. If local businesses see that the Township
is invested in this vision, they are more likely to buy into future aesthetic and zoning code changes.

Reduce Speed Limits along Bagley Road

If the Town Center is meant to be a pedestrian friendly area
where people frequent local businesses and attend events
then the roads within the Town Center should encourage
traffic calming. Currently, the speed limit just west of the
Stearns and Bagley intersection is 45 MPH. This could be
reduced to 35 MPH or even 25 MPH within the Town Center.

To reduce the speeds along Bagley Road, the Township Bagley Road Looking West

needs to work with the County and ODOT to conduct a speed

limit study. The study takes into account the current vehicular speed, roadway features, and
development patterns in the area. Once the study has been completed and appropriate legislation
passed, the study and legislation are submitted to the Ohio Department of Transportation for review and
processing. If the department agrees with the study, then the appropriate paper work is signed and the
speed limit is journalized. The Ohio Department of Transportation must approve all speed limits, on all
routes (city, township, county, etc.), that do not meet the statutory speed limits set forth in the Ohio
Revised Code section 4511.21.

Engage and Educate the Business Community

The Township needs buy-in from the local business community for the Town Center vision to become a
reality. The Township should meet with business owners on a quarterly or bi-annual basis to not only
engage them on current developments within the Town Center, but also educate them on how a
cohesive Town Center can improve their business performance as well as programs or incentives that
can assist the businesses with making the vision a reality. Below are a couple of business incentive
strategies to improve storefronts and the area in general:
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Consider Implementing a Storefront Improvement Program: A Storefront Improvement Program
could be created by the Township to incentivize business and property owners to enhance the
appearance of existing commercial properties, to preserve buildings, create safe street environments
and re-establish pride in the Township’s business districts. The Storefront Improvement Program would
provide partial funding to offset the cost of certain eligible commercial property improvements.

The grant applicant may be a property owner or business owner, with property owners approval for
proposed projects, and a tenant having at least three years remaining on their lease to qualify. Potentially
eligible projects may include painting of exterior building, exterior lighting and supporting electrical work,
awnings, storefront signage, infrastructure, exterior structural improvements, landscaping, and window
replacements. Generally the repainting of buildings, exterior lighting and awnings are given the highest
priority. In addition, one of the guidelines should be to restore and maintain the architectural integrity of
buildings where possible.

Upon receiving an application, the Township will require each applicant to invest a set minimum
percentage “match” private investment through cash or low-interest loan into the store front or building
renovations. The grant and leveraged funds must be used for purchase of materials and/or other
necessary items to fulfill the design requirements set by the Township’s Economic Development and
Building Departments.

Create a Special Improvement District (SID): This idea should only be considered after the Township
has made investments within the Town Center to show the business owners that the Township is serious
about change and the business community is interested in pushing more improvements in the area. A
SID could help with maintenance of the area and additional improvements without the need to raise
Township funds. It does require the business district to agree to raise their own taxes in order to continue
to improve the Town Center area. 75% of the business owners within the SID would have to agree to its
creation. If the majority of owners agree to this special district, a board of directors is formed and
improvements within the district can be made by the SID. The improvements may range from lighting,
signage, and parking lots, to holiday lighting, landscaping, and snow removal. They are financed via a
special assessment (above and beyond existing property taxes) collected by the Township. Every
property owner in the SID is assessed whether they signed the petition or not. Though a SID is a great
way to maintain and improve an area, it is difficult to gain business buy-in.

Gateway signage is the first chance for a community to make an
impression with a prospective resident or new business or
reinforce civic pride and identity with a current resident or
business owner. The creation of attractive and inviting gateway
signage can be the first step in changing a perception of a place
and promoting the community’s “brand”.

The existing gateway signage throughout the Township is
inconsistent, bland, and uninviting. In some locations there is no
gateway signage at all and in others the standard green County highway sign is used (see below). None
of the gateway entrances to Olmsted Township truly reflect what the Township is today and what it
strives to become in the future. In addition, due to the jagged, winding, and disconnected boundaries
of the Township, most visitors, and even some residents are generally confused as to when they have
entered or exited the Township. In some cases residents are unsure whether they even live within the
Township or not. To provide clarity and build identity to reflect a community that is “On The Grow”, the
Township needs to improve gateway signage throughout the Township.

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Where are Signs Needed?

The first step to improving gateway signage is determining where signs should be placed. Not every
entrance requires the same type or scale of signage. Primary entrances should have large, lighted, and
landscaped signage, while smaller, secondary entrances may only need a decorative sign. The above
map identifies both primary and secondary entrances for the Township. There are six primary
entrances located along highly traveled roadways throughout the Township including Stearns, Cook,
and Columbia Roads. These locations are also close to 1-480 and the “front door” of the Township.
There are ten secondary entrances located along moderately traveled roadways. Neighborhood or
local streets that enter the Township were not identified for gateway signage.

Types of Gateway Signage

To provide the Township with ideas for potential gateway signage, varying signage types were
presented to both the Township and steering committee as part of this plan and shown on the following
page. ldeas vary in size and complexity and provide different signage options for both primary and
secondary entrances. Primary entrance signs would also include nighttime lighting and landscaping.
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The appearance of the signs has gone through multiple iterations based on comments from the
Township and steering committee. What is presented below is the product of those iterations. These six
ideas provide options for the Township as various site constraints could limit the types of gateway
signage at certain locations.

Potential Site Constraints

When implementing gateway signage, the following site constraints should be considered and influence
the type of gateway signage selected:

Limited Right-of-Way: Many of the roadways within the Township are old county roads with generally
tight right-of-ways. Private easements may be required at primary gateway locations to properly
construct the gateway signage.

Drainage: The majority of county roads within the Township are still rural in nature and utilize open
ditches to drain storm water runoff. Primary gateway signage may impede ditch flow and require a small
culvert underneath the sign to convey runoft.

Driver Sight Distance: Consider driveway locations when placing any gateway signage. The signs are
generally large and can provide an obstruction to a driver pulling out of their driveway.

Future Sidewalk? \Nhen possible, pair sidewalk improvements with gateway signage improvements.

Implementation Tools & Strategies

Pursue Cuyahoga County Supplemental Grant Program: The Supplemental Grant Program is a
competitive grant that makes awards to cities, villages, townships, and non-profit organizations that help
strengthen communities and neighborhoods, encourage regional collaboration, and improve the quality
of life for County residents. Grant awards can include streetscaping, lighting, and landscaping among
other items.

As described previously, The Cuyahoga County Municipal Grant Program is also a viable grant
option for gateway signage implementation. See page 67 for more details.
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2. Assess the need for a second Public Safety
Center in the Southwestern area of the
Township.

Olmsted Township is one of the fastest growing communities in
Cuyahoga County. Much of that growth is clustered in the
southwest corner of the Township south of the Bagley/ Stearns
Road intersection. The oldest neighborhoods in this area were
built in early 2000's. There are currently five active residential
developments under construction with approximately 100 new
homes built each year since 2016 and projected through 2022.

Steering Committee discussion centered around the following 4 discussion topics:

(1) Stearns Town Center: What development styles/themes do you envision at a future
town center?

(2) Connectivity: Relative to pedestrian & bicycle facilities, what is your top connectivity
priority?

(3) Community Branding/Signage: What are your thoughts on the gateway signage
ideas?

(4) Parks & Recreation: Should the viability of a recreation center be studied further
(outside of the comprehensive plan)? What would you be willing to pay to support a
recreation center?

Summary of Group Discussion:

1. Stearns Town Center Development Typologies:

e With three corners built out there was concern about what can be done with the
plan to change the appearance. Answer is that we shape zoning for future
improvements and set stage for open corner (NE) for future development as well as
work to improved facilities within the public right of way.

e Would like to see a small town rural typology in the Stearns/Bagley area

e Office/medical possibly, two stories, some density but not too dense as to
jeopardize rural atmosphere

e Strong desire for small town shops and convenience retail

e The bridge over the RR could be a defining piece of the Town Center

e Need lighting in that area to feel safe. Suggested that “night lights” be instialled —
lights that shine at the street and not up in space to keep the rural atmosphere of
the area and not add light pollution

e Would like to see more sidewalks in the Town Center area

Connectivity:

Areas where people would like to see improvements
0 Schady Road by the soccer fields
0 Stearns and Bagley to High School and Middle School
0 Usher Road is very dangerous — children kids walk in the street all the time
0 Stearns between shady and Bagley over Turnpike bridge
Community-wide Priority: anywhere kids walk to and from school and the town
center.
Interested in safe routes to school grant — need to update School Travel Plan

Branding/Signage:

Mostly in agreement with lighting primary signs & having “Welcome to” on the signs
Secondary entrance sign should have more than just post mounts - “look cheap”
They would like to see the “Olmsted Township” text bigger — gets lost on sign
Equestrian Theme discussed but considered by group to exclusive to the rural
portion of the community isolated in the NE corner. In many ways Olmsted Falls was
felt to be the commercial area for equestrian-related visits due to this area being
more easily accessed from the City (and Berea) and isolated from the rest of the
township.

Parks & Recreation

General consensus was that further study should be done to inform and educate the
public on the varying options and ideas to create a rec center or rec center-like
complex and how much one could cost residents in terms of a potential levy
General consensus was that though many residents with young families may desire a
rec center people most likely do not understand the general strain it puts on a
budget hence further study to explain that. It was also pointed out older residents
without children would not be likely to support investment in a rec center.

Concern was raised by several members over costs to construct, operate and
maintain any recreational facility. Private recreation facilities discussed as option to
avoid imposing tax burden. Partnerships with schools, hospitals, etc also discussed.
There was interest in turning some township owned land into parks, particularly
along Usher Rd by Vitamix, which could be repurposed as a trail head for the future
regional trail along the utility lines

There was also interest in turning the 4 acres of land along Cook that is Township-
owned into a passive (natural) park
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
